Ongoing Issues and action                                                                                                                                                                                            37.1 The Neighbourhood Plan is now at the draft stage and volunteers were asked to read through it. Reports can be viewed on the website – see www.murtonparishcouncilyork.org

37.2 The March Police Crime Report was discussed – a building had been broken into at the Museum of Farming but nothing was stolen. The clerk had invited the Police to attend a future meeting
37.3 Fly-tipping – the clerk reported that a considerable number of tyres had been removed by CYC from 2 sites on Moor Lane. Cllr Warters was to follow up with CYC what was happening to the covert camera equipment 
37.4 Murton Pond – the land tenant was not accepting the dredged pond silt on the field so the clerk was asked to ascertain from the Foss Drainage Board how much it would cost for them to remove it off-site. CYC were to be asked to investigate a possible blockage in the culvert under the road. Cllr Clancey volunteered to put new fence rails around the pond. 
37.5 Caravan at Highfield House – CYC Enforcement were still investigating the siting of a static caravan. The caravan at Beetle Bank Farm was still on-site
37.6 Wild flower verge – a letter had been sent to residents on Moor Lane regarding the verge. Some positive comments had been received.
37.7 The clerk and Cllr Kettlestring met with Aspects Horticultural Services regarding additional grass cutting of the Greens and around the pond to maintain a tidy appearance. A quote of £50.00 per cut was accepted
37.8 The Chair had responded to a query about the increase in Precept and it was agreed to put the budget figures on the website and noticeboard.

37.9 The Chair had written to a resident in Tranby Ave regarding a noise problem

37.10 There was still an ongoing issue in Redbarn Drive with overgrown bushes and the clerk was asked to contact CYC to clear them. The Chair had written to a resident about problem car parking and Cllr Warters requested that the Police be invited to a future site meeting to see the problems
