Printing of copies of the Plan was undertaken and a leaflet explaining the Plan had been delivered to residents. The Plan was now available for people to read at The Farming Museum, York Central library, Tang Hall library and on a newly constructed web site. The Clerk also held a copy  

21.28.2 There were 2 incidents of crime listed in the March Police report – theft of car batteries in Murton Lane and theft of electric fence energiser and battery from Ivy Barn, Moor Lane. A fence was damaged allowing stock to escape
21.28.3 Moor Lane copse - Cllr Kettlestring had contacted a fencing contractor in relation to obtaining a quote for new fencing but nothing had transpired. The clerk was to seek alternative quotes. The clerk was also to look into regulations pertaining to the management of allotments with a view to giving notice to the present holders.
21.28.4 The clerk advised that the Annual meeting needed to be held before the end of May. Virtual meetings had to cease on 7 May according to Government legislation and face to face meetings of 6 people could commence after 17 May. It was agreed that the clerk would ask the Museum of Farming for a meeting room on Wednesday, 19 May to resume face to face meetings.

21.28.5 Ward Cllr Warters outlined problems that were being caused by parked vehicles in Tranby Avenue. The Police were willing to act in conjunction with City of York Council but were awaiting a response. There was a national initiative against verge parking with offenders liable to be fined which would be helpful in Tranby Avenue and roads off if implemented by CYC
