City of York Council officers had commented on some of the draft documents sent to them and their concerns had been addressed. Some drafts await comments which are expected once the Local Plan meetings are finished
105.2 The clerk had sent NY Police the dates of forthcoming meetings so a representative could attend 

105.3 Murton Arms – the clerk had written to the owner asking that the hedge/trees fronting Main Street be cut back and it was agreed that no further action was now necessary 
105.4 The clerk had again written to CYC Enforcement about reinstatement of the field in Murton Way and about a new roadway appearing at Highfield House.
105.5 Ward Cllr Warters had written to organisers of the York Marathon about car parking issues and the clerk was asked to write and suggest a meeting with the Parish Council to discuss arrangements for the next event
105.6 The clerk had written to allotment holders asking for their intentions over continuing to rent the land. 2 had replied wishing to continue tenancy and 1 had not replied
105.7 It was noted that various potholes on surrounding roads, particularly along the edges of Moor Lane, were being filled in
105.8 The clerk had been compiling a record of works that needed attention on the Public Rights of Way in the Parish.
