Ongoing Issues and action                                                                                                                                                                                            20.12.1 A discussion took place with members of the public present regarding the possibility of the Parish Council using a Government Loan to purchase the Murton Arms on behalf of the community. Various ideas were put forward on creating enough income to pay back the loan. It was agreed that the Parish Council would follow-up with relevant bodies about forming a business plan and the clerk was asked to advertise for a Working Group to take matters forward
20.12.2 The Neighbourhood Plan Working Party Report was circulated. Prof. Waddington reported that a meeting with City of York Council officers on the progress of the Plan had gone well, but due to delays with the CYC Local Plan it could be many months before documents and changes could be approved

20.12.3 There were no incidents logged in the Police Crime Report. 2 PCSOs attended the meeting and outlined the purpose of Op Spartan, which allows the public to directly contact Traffic Officers with motoring related incidents like speeding and dash-cam footage
20.12.4 The clerk reported that there were no updates on enforcement issues and was asked to write again asking CYC for information
20.12.5 The clerk had contacted Parking Enforcement on the day of the York Auction Mart machinery sale and requested a camera van to record instances of illegal parking. Photographs of over 70 vehicles parked on the verges were sent and 58 parking fines were subsequently issued. Cllr Clancey was thanked for taping off the village green and verges which saved them from vehicle damage
20.12.6 The clerk had advised CYC Public Rights of Way officers that the Parish walks stiles and signs had been photographed and asked for remedial action to be taken where necessary
20.12.7 Cllr Warters had arranged with CYC for a Ward Grant to install an antique lamppost to light the churchyard gateway with approval from Osbaldwick and Murton PCC. Although not a Parish Council responsibility it was agreed to facilitate the purchase of the lamp and ask volunteers to dig a trench for the electric cabling

20.13.1 A revised Planning Application for energy storage facilities was discussed and as the original had been approved there were no objections.
