Ongoing Issues and action                                                                                                                                                                                            21.12.1 The Neighbourhood Plan Working Party report was circulated. Various maps are awaited from CYC, but the bulk of work on the document has been done. Advice is being sought from Heslington and Huntington Parish Councils with regard to numbers of the document to be printed for consultation purposes

21.12.2 There were no incidents of crime listed in the January Police report 21.12.3 Murton Arms (formerly The Bay Horse) – The clerk had asked YLCA for legal advice on the process used to determine the result of the hearing into delisting the ACV on the pub building

21.12.4 Cllr Kettlestring was to suggest a date in March for a site visit to the Moor Lane copse with a view to discussing future actions

21.12.5 The Clerk had contacted 16 local business to ask if they could clear their own surrounds of any litter following the cancellation of the annual litter pick. A resident had suggested advertising for volunteer litter “wardens” and the clerk was asked to devise a poster for display on the noticeboards 
21.12.6 Ward Cllr Warters was thanked for getting CYC to clear a blocked pipe in the ditch near the pond. CYC was to write to the landowner to keep this clear in future to help prevent flooding on the road. The clerk was asked to follow up the incident of fly-tipping on Murton Way where photographs of a name on a box had been provided. A Ward Grant of £7000 for an initiative by Ward Cllr Warters to refurbish fingerpost signs for use throughout the Parish was expected. The Chairman was asked to write to a resident about parking vehicles on the Murton Way verge. Ward Cllrs were to confirm ownership of the verge and the clerk was asked to obtain an estimate for fencing the verge from the road
