Ongoing Issues and action                                                                                                                                                                                            4.1 The latest report from the Neighbourhood Plan Working Party was received and circulated to Councillors. It can be viewed on the website – see www.murtonparishcouncilyork.org

4.2 There were 2 reported incidents in the Police Crime Report – items were taken in a burglary in Murton Lane and a domestic incident took place in Murton Garth
4.3 Fly-tipping – the clerk was to meet with CYC Enforcement in Moor Lane on Tuesday, 29 January to highlight the problem areas and discuss possible solutions, like CCTV and signage. The owners of the problem field in Moor Lane had been given a deadline by CYC to remove the accumulated rubbish on 29 January
4.4 Blocked drains – the clerk was asked to write again to CYC Highways as the problem of standing water persisted in certain locations in the village 
4.5 Murton Way bus shelter roof – 2 residents on Murton Way had offered to replace the roof felting, The clerk was asked to pass on thanks via Mrs Wells
4.6 Caravan at Highfield House – the clerk had asked CYC Enforcement to investigate the siting of a static caravan. Enquiries were ongoing
4.7 The Precept amount for 2019/20 was discussed and it was agreed to ask for £2500.00 for the financial year

4.8 Murton pond – the clerk advised that Cllr Warters had been liaising with Foss Drainage Board and proposed that the dredging work might be done when the road was closed for the next marathon rather than access through the field, which was proving problematic. A response was awaited
