A meeting will be arranged in January with City of York Council officers to go through policies, maps, SEA and HRA documents
20.4.2 The Police report noted a break-in at York Livestock Centre and theft of hire equipment from a business in Fryors Close 

20.4.3 Ward Cllr Warters had not received a reply to his letter to organisers of the York Marathon about car parking issues. The clerk had also written inviting organisers to a meeting with the Parish Council to discuss arrangements for the next event
20.4.4 The clerk had received responses from 2 allotment holders who wished to  continue with tenancy. One holder had not yet responded. The clerk was instructed to invoice all holders at the appropriate time in April
20.4.5 The clerk had collated photographs of all signs and stiles on Public Rights of Way and would send a report to officers at CYC for action where necessary to renew or repair
20.4.6 Ward Cllr Warters was to action a formal complaint to CYC about the lack of action and communication over enforcement matters in the Parish, particularly with reference to The Homestead site. The clerk was to ask Cllr Warters to enquire about the possibility of planting trees on the approach to the village on Murton Way, near the A64 bridge, which may have the effect of slowing traffic. Cllr Kettlestring also asked that the operatives on the recycling lorries be asked to pick up litter caused by their lack of care when emptying the collection boxes
