Ongoing Issues and action                                                                                                                                                                                            21.53.1 The Neighbourhood Plan Working Party was analysing responses from the recent Public Consultation. A statement had been made to the ongoing City of York Local Plan regarding the effect on Murton of developing site ST7  
21.53.2 The Police Report contained an incident of fences being broken and damaged in fields off Smary Lane to gain access to the scrap yard. Threats had been made by local travellers. There was an ongoing issue with fences and electric fences surrounding the site being damaged. Cllr Wells had reported vandalism to the bus shelter on Murton Way opposite The Garth. Mr Wells had made repairs but a piece of wood was still missing from the front panel  
21.53.3 The clerk outlined the grass cutting regime and costs in areas of the village which is carried out by City of York Council and Aspects Horticultural Services
21.53.4 Planning conditions were still being breached by occupants of The Homestead. In order to have the issue about lack of City of York Council enforcement looked at by the Ombudsman the Parish Council must first go through the City of York complaint procedure 
21.53.5 Ward Cllr Warters reported that work was ongoing with refurbishing heritage fingerposts and bus stop signs for Murton and Osbaldwick. Ward Cllr Rowley reported that a new Code of Conduct was to be adopted by City of York Council and that Parish Councils should do likewise
