The draft had been sent to City of York Council and a meeting with them is planned for 4 July. Possible sites of SINCs (Site of Importance for Nature Conservation) are being discussed

59.2 There was nothing to discuss on the Police Crime Report. The clerk had invited the Police to attend the meeting to discuss parking issues in Meam Close and Redbarn Drive. They had responded to advise that the problem was one for City of York Council to address
59.3 Murton Pond – there was no further update on progress to get the pond dredged. Enquiries were ongoing 
59.4 The clerk had reported the increasing number of caravans at The Homestead to CYC Enforcement for action to remove them. City of York Council were minded to refuse the application for use of land as a garden at Highfield House which could lead to removal of the static caravan
59.5 The comments of the Police regarding parking issues in Meam Close were to be passed to the householder who had complained. CYC had finally cleared the overgrown bushes from Redbarn Drive
