Councillors agreed that the Working Party could go ahead and implement printing of copies of the Plan and a leaflet explaining the Plan which was to be delivered to residents. The Plan would be made available for people to read at The Farming Museum, York Central library, Tang Hall library and on a newly constructed web site. The Clerk would also hold a copy.
