Ongoing Issues and action                                                                                                                                                                                            110.1 The latest report from the Neighbourhood Plan Working Party was received and circulated to Councillors. It can be viewed on the website – see www.murtonparishcouncilyork.org

110.2 There were no incidents in the Police Crime Report. The clerk was thanked for posting information about the Community Messaging system on the noticeboard and leaflets had been left in the Church for distribution

110.3 Murton Way footpath – the clerk reported on the quote from an independent contractor to clear the grass and nettles from the hedge bottom. It was agreed to accept the quote and to send the invoice to CoYC after the work was completed
110.4 The clerk reported on the cost of clearing overgrown bushes from Redbarn Drive using an external contractor. It was agreed to take no further action at this time

110.5 Murton Pond – The clerk had written to the Foss Drainage Board asking for a quote to dredge the centre and remove reeds following works by TCV
110.6 Moor Lane Field - The Chair reported that CYC Environmental Enforcement had put a padlock on the field gate following fly tipping. The clerk was to try and obtain a copy of the sign that had been placed on the gate
110.7 The Chair reported that she had spoken with some residents in Tranby Avenue about the noise from Inner Space Station, but more evidence was needed in the form of complaints to CYC before further action could be taken

110.8 A resident of Meam Close complained about car parking in the road and was visited by the Chair to discuss the problem. It was noted that a survey of parking in the area was being carried out by Tracsis as part of CYC traffic plans in conjunction with the University of York. The clerk was asked to notify NY Police and ask for them to use PCSOs to patrol the road and assess the situation 
110.9 Cllr Warters informed Councillors that he had removed notices left on lampposts in Murton following the recent York Marathon that should have been taken off by organisers after the event. He advised that CYC should be invoiced for the costs incurred in their removal and the clerk was asked to action this

The following planning applications were considered:


111.1 B and Q Hull Road – application to replace external signage. It was noted that signs had already been replaced before the application could be considered. A strongly worded letter had been sent to CoYC objecting to this blatant disregard for the planning process. There was no further action as yet on the illuminated sign on the corner of the Link Road which did not have planning permission. Cllr Warters was actively pursuing this case


111.2 Prospect Farm – the clerk was asked to write to CYC asking that they ensure correct materials were used in the extension and porch


111.3 An application had been received for the construction of a new field access adjacent to Gells Farm House on Murton Way. The clerk was asked to write objecting to this application as substantial hedgerow would be lost owing to the size of the entrance and the field already had an access further to the West.
