Ongoing Issues and action                                                                                                                                                                                            21.77.1 The Neighbourhood Plan Working Party report was circulated. Analysis of consultation comments had led to 80 points to address affecting the submission report. The next stage was to submit the report to City of York Council 
21.77.2 There were no incidents reported to the Police in October  
21.77.3 Cllr Kettlestring had obtained a net and removed some of the pond weed. The clerk had advertised for volunteers to help tidy the edges of the pond without response. The clerk had investigated costs for a new seat (£506.00 plus vat). It was unanimously agreed that a new seat should be purchased
21.77.4 The Chairman had asked Mr E Stephenson to have the Murton Way footpath cleared of debris following hedge cutting but had not received a response. A private contractor had quoted £700.00 plus vat and councillors felt that parish money should not be spent on this. The clerk was asked to write to CYC Highway Regulation Team about it. Fencing or wooden posts to stop car parking on the Murton Way verge was discussed and it was agreed that the Chairman would approach the offending residents to ask them to stop visitors from using the verge rather than putting in posts which other residents did not want
21.77.5 The Yorkshire Marathon organisers reassured Councillors in writing that parking and access arrangements on Murton Lane would be enforced next year with the road closure taking place at the Museum of Farming entrance
21.77.6 A discussion took place regarding purchasing a Defibrillator for the village. The clerk briefed Councillors on the expected costs and possible siting for one. Ward Cllr Warters suggested trying to obtain a red BT telephone box to replace the one which had been vandalised and removed which could be used to house it. The clerk advised that BT were no longer selling them off cheaply. Following medical opinion given by an experienced practitioner on the time scale needed to use a defibrillator and therefore the possibility of survival, it was agreed not to pursue the purchase 
21.77.7 Councillors were reminded that a Remembrance Day service would take place at the War Memorial in Outgang Lane at 11.00am on the 11th November  
21.77.8 Ward Cllr Warters spoke again about his efforts to solve the worsening problem of car parking on Tranby Avenue and Cavendish Grove
