Ongoing Issues and action                                                                                                                                                                                            99.1 North Yorkshire Police

99.1.1 PCSO L Deakin and PCSO J Singleton attended the meeting and discussed concerns raised by a member of the public present regarding reporting of criminal activity. The problem of fly tipping was also brought up and it was thought that monitoring of problem areas in Moor Lane with CCTV could be a solution. CoYC were to be approached regarding the possibility

99.1.2 The Chair reported on a meeting with NY Police that she had attended with Cllr Kettlestring. Following that meeting it was agreed that the Community Messaging initiative which replaced Neighbourhood Watch should be supported and the PCSOs were asked to obtain a quantity of leaflets for residents. The clerk was asked to put a copy of NY Police Initiatives on the notice board
99.1.3 PCSO Deakin presented the crime report outlining theft and damage at Prospect Farm, sheep worrying and domestic incidents. A vehicle theft from the Livestock Centre had been reported.

99.2 The reports from the Neighbourhood Plan Working Party were being put on the website – see www.murtonparishcouncilyork.org
99.3 Murton Way footpath – the clerk was asked to obtain a quote from an independent contractor to clear the grass and nettles from the hedge bottom as CoYC were not responding to requests

99.4 There was to be a temporary closure of the Public Footpath behind the Auction Centre due to unsafe footbridges which were to be replaced. It was noted that no timescale for the work was given by CoYC

99.5 The clerk was asked to obtain a quote from an independent contractor to cut back overgrown bushes in Redbarn Drive as requests to CoYC were being ignored

99.6 Murton Pond

99.6.1 - renewal of railings. The clerk had applied for a Ward Grant for monies to be able to undertake the work

99.6.2 – TCV works – the removal of reeds in the middle of the pond had proved problematic and the Foss Drainage Board had been approached for advice and assistance with dredging and removal of reeds in future. The clerk had applied for a Ward Grant to cover costs of TCV works

99.7 The clerk had asked the Disabled Workers’ Cooperative for a catalogue of products to see if support could be given to the scheme

99.8 Cllr Warters reported that a plaque had been received commemorating Murton Airfield and that this was to be unveiled at a ceremony at the War Memorial in Outgang Lane at 3.00pm on Sunday, 11 November
99.9 There had been a complaint from residents in Tranby Avenue about noise from Inner Space Stations. The Chair had seen the residents and was to try to have a meeting with the owner of Inner Space Stations about the issue. 
99.10 There had been no further complaints about noise being caused by residents of the Murton Arms apartments

99.11 Cllr Warters discussed the Local Plan and Housing targets and the likelihood that the Plan would need to be re-submitted in light of changing forecasts. He also advised that the proposed moving of the speed limit in Murton was still being considered by CoYC against the wishes of the Parish Council.

The following planning applications were considered:


100.1 B and Q Hull Road – application to replace external signage. It was noted that signs had already been replaced before the application could be considered. It was agreed to send a strongly worded letter to CoYC objecting to this blatant disregard for the planning process 


100.2 Prospect Farm – an application for a single storey extension and porch had been submitted but, before consideration, it was noted that amendments to the plans had been asked for by CoYC planning dept and new details were awaited


100.3 Inner Space Stations – an application for the demolition and replacement of the existing retail outlet was considered. It was agreed to make comment to CoYC regarding existing noise from the site and ask for more trees to shelter Tranby Avenue residents. Bollards were also asked for on the front path to prevent parking and obstruction by HGVs

101.1 CoYC approval had been given to build a 4 bedroomed detached house behind Redthorne, Murton Garth 
101.2 CoYC approval had been given for York Astronomical Society to site a steel container at Beetle Bank Farm to be used as an Observatory
