Ongoing Issues and action                                                                                                                                                                                            79.1 A report from the Neighbourhood Plan Working Party was circulated. Prof D Waddington updated Councillors about a meeting held with City of York Council officers on 10 Sept. They recommended that major policies in the Plan had to be justified and measured against National and Local Policy. There should be a separate non-statutory section covering matters of interest to residents such as traffic and anti-social behaviour, but not planning policy  
79.2 There were 3 recorded burglary incidents on the Police Crime Report. The Police had been invited to attend a Ward meeting at the end of October. 

79.3 The clerk was asked to obtain from the Police a copy of the sign erected regarding rights of way and make copies so that all footpaths could be covered. The Parish map showing all rights of way should be distributed to Councillors again with a view to walking all the paths to check for obstructions and missing signs
79.4 Murton Pond – the Clerk was to meet with Harpers Environmental on 12 Sept to obtain a quote to clear the reeds and dredge the pond. Cllr Clancey would  assist with new fencing once the dredging issue was resolved 
79.5 The clerk reported that all caravans had been removed from The Homestead leaving 2 vehicles which had been reported to CYC Enforcement. The clerk had again asked for removal of the static caravan at Highfield House. 
79.6 Cllr Warters advised that Ward Grant funding could be used to replace a fingerpost with a more appropriate rural type, which Holtby Parish Council would organise and help fund as the sign was in their Parish. It was agreed to go ahead
79.7 Cllr Warters updated councillors regarding traveller caravans continuing to use the A166 verges as a campsite

80.1 An application for the erection of 5 holiday cottages following demolition of existing buildings at Murton Grange (ref 19/01339/FUL) was commented on. The clerk had asked if space could be found within existing buildings on site for the site manager accommodation instead of the current mobile home

80.2 An application for the erection of a 2 storey side extension to include a full height glazed side wall at Windy Ridge (ref 19/01518/FUL) was commented on with objections raised on planning grounds


80.3 When planning applications were circulated on email, where the CYC response deadline fell before a Parish Council meeting could take place, the clerk was to advise councillors of the deadline for receipt of their comments

Planning decisions:

81.1 Beetle Bank Farm had appealed against CYC refusal of the application for  a static caravan in the Green Belt
19/82
Cllr Wells raised the matter of the overgrown hedgerow bottom along Murton Way to Osbaldwick which made walking on the footpath difficult. The clerk was asked to contact CYC and also obtain a quote from a contractor to cut and tidy the area

Concern was expressed about car parking when the Yorkshire Marathon passed through the village in October as residents in Murton Lane and Blue Coat had experience difficulties with spectators ignoring the No Parking  and Road Closed signage. Cllr Clancey agreed to provide more taping so that the greens and verges could be protected. The clerk was to ask organisers to close the road to all, except residents, and direct spectators into the Auction Centre car park


The clerk was asked to find out about the expiration of the Community Asset Order on the pub
