Ongoing Issues and action                                                                                                                                                                                            24.49.1 The Neighbourhood Plan gives prominence to the pond as a Local Green Space until 2034. A discussion took place regarding options to renovate the pond or fill it in and create a space filled with trees and flowers. Both options require considerable money and it was decided to renovate the pond, investigating possible grants and an appeal for assistance. The clerk was asked to write to the NP Working Party recommending that the pond would be cleaned out every 5 years. Some Public Rights of Way are in a state of disrepair. The clerk and Professor Waddington undertook an audit some time ago and advised City of York Council of signs and stiles in need of repair or replacement. This report has not been actioned by CYC
24.49.2 There were no incidents reported to the Police during June and July
24.49.3 The hedge along Murton Way had been cut back by Aspects at a cost to the Parish Council of £216.00. City of York Council are attempting to recover these costs on our behalf from the landowner who is responsible for the hedge
