121.2 There was a reported incident in the Police Crime Report of a shed being broken into in the Garth and tools stolen
121.3 Moor Lane Field – fly-tipping was still happening in the entrance and up the adjacent lane. Cllr Clancey offered to place a skip at the site, so that volunteers could clear up the rubbish, provided there would be no charge by CYC for taking the skip to the tip to be emptied. Cllr Warters offered to liaise with CYC over this
121.4 Meam Close – the car parking problem was to be monitored by PCSOs when resources allowed patrols in the area. The clerk was to advise CYC Parking Enforcement about the issue 
121.5 Murton Pond – Foss Drainage Board had quoted £812.00 plus vat to dredge the pond and remove reeds from the centre. The clerk was asked to ascertain ownership of the field behind the pond for machinery access to do the work
