Ongoing Issues and action                                                                                                                                                                                            15.1 There was no update report from the Neighbourhood Plan Working Party. Reports can be viewed on the website – see www.murtonparishcouncilyork.org

15.2 There were 2 reported incidents in the January Police Crime Report – 2 heavy duty batteries stolen in Murton Lane and a domestic incident took place in Murton Garth
15.3 Fly-tipping – the clerk reported on his meeting with CYC Enforcement in Moor Lane on Tuesday, 29 January. Problem areas were highlighted and possible solutions, like CCTV and signage, discussed. CYC confirmed that covert CCTV equipment had been ordered. The owners of the problem field in Moor Lane had been given a deadline by CYC to remove the accumulated rubbish by 29 January. This date had passed and action was ongoing
15.4 Blocked drains – the clerk asked CYC Highways about the problem of standing water which persisted in certain locations in the village. A sunken drain in Main Street had the surround levelled with tarmac to try and alleviate the issue
15.5 Caravan at Highfield House – CYC Enforcement were investigating the siting of a static caravan. Enquiries were ongoing about the location
15.6 Murton pond – although the landowner was happy with Foss Drainage Board doing the dredging work from the field behind the pond, the tenant did not want the resulting silt spreading on the field. Cllr Clancey was to speak to the tenant to try and resolve the matter. The clerk was to report that the overflow pipe from the pond to the drain was blocked
15.7 Cllr Warters reported that the planning application for electricity storage batteries was to be discussed at the next CYC Planning Committee meeting. He was also compiling a letter, together with Prof. Waddington, to be distributed to residents in Moor Lane advising of the policy regarding cutting the wild flower verge.
