The Public Consultation had taken place and comments were being considered as progress was being made towards the final submission to City of York Council  
21.45.2 Two incidents were listed on the May Police Report. Locks had been cut on a container in Moor Lane and a generator stolen. There were issues with a neighbour verbally abusing an elderly man in Murton Way.  
21.45.3 Cllr Clancey had offered to have the fencing at Moor Lane copse renewed and would pay for the work as a donation to the Council. The clerk was asked to record thanks in his absence
21.45.4 Cllr Wells again agreed to act as representative for YLCA Branch meetings
21.45.5 The clerk was thanked for all the work on submissions to CYC Planning in response to the Murton Arms (formerly the Bay Horse) change of use application. The clerk advised councillors that CYC Planning were to decide whether the pub had been marketed properly for sale
21.45.6 The clerk advised councillors that there were few records indicating how certain pieces of land came to be administered by the Parish Council since the 1800s. Mr R Gray had asked to purchase the plot of land he been renting from the Council since 2003, Plot 1 off Bad Bargain Lane. The clerk was instructed to write to Mr Gray advising that the land was not for sale at present
