24.40.2 There were no incidents reported to the Police during April and May
24.40.3 It was agreed to place another street name marker on the village green indicating Murton Way, opposite the existing one. The clerk was to liaise with Stoneplan  
24.40.4 It was noted that some gullies in the Main Street were not draining quickly following rainfall, despite the recent drainage work carried out. City of York Council were to be asked to investigate the matter
