Ongoing Issues and action                                                                                                                                                                                            26.1 The report from the Neighbourhood Plan Working Party was circulated to Councillors. Some detailed editing is being done and then the Plan can be submitted to relevant CYC Officers for comment. Reports can be viewed on the website – see www.murtonparishcouncilyork.org

26.2 The February Police Crime Report was discussed – thefts had taken place at industrial premises in Murton Lane and a car broken into in Main Street
26.3 Fly-tipping – the clerk reported that signs had been put up by CYC on Moor Lane and Bad Bargain Lane. CCTV equipment had been ordered 
26.4 Murton Pond – the land tenant was still not able to accept the dredged pond silt on the field so negotiations are ongoing. Prof. Waddington had voluntarily cleared leaves and debris from the gully to help water flow out. The clerk was to ask Foss Drainage about a possible blockage in the culvert under the road
26.5 Blocked drains – CYC Highways had swept the roads and cleaned a  proportion of gullies. CYC will investigate the standing water infrastructure in Murton in the new financial year
26.6 Caravan at Highfield House – CYC Enforcement were still investigating the siting of a static caravan. Enquiries were ongoing about the location
26.7 Wild flower verge – a proposed letter to be sent to residents regarding the verge was circulated for comment before being printed
26.8 Cllr Warters reported that a Speed Reduction scheme imposed at Dunnington had failed and was hopeful that a similar scheme would not be imposed on Murton. It was suggested that village entrances could be visually enhanced by installing “gates” like Holtby, which also act as a speed deterrent
