24.22.2 There was no Police report received for February, but a van was stolen from Main Street, tools stolen and the van found wrecked and abandoned at Gate Hemsley following efforts by the owner to recover it
24.22.3 The events committee reported that the next donation of £500.00 from proceeds of the Soup/Jacket Potato lunches would be going to the York Group for Motor Neuron Disease Research 
23.22.4 The clerk had contacted Wildscapes CIC to ask about funding assistance to clear the reeds and tidy the pond area. However the pond did not meet their criteria for help but they did pass on our request to the Yorkshire Wildlife Trust who may be able to assist. A discussion ensued about obtaining some geese to help clear the algae and weeds from the pond
