Ongoing Issues and action                                                                                                                                                                                            49.1 The Neighbourhood Plan draft had been sent to City of Council for comment and to see if it fits with Local and National Plan policy. Reports can be viewed on the website – see www.murtonparishcouncilyork.org

49.2 The April Police Crime Report was discussed – a building had been broken into at Clanceys but nothing was stolen. An attempted entry was made at Wayside The clerk had invited the Police to attend a future meeting
49.3 Cllrs Clancey and Richardson volunteered to be representatives to YLCA meetings depending on availability when meeting dates were known 
49.4 Murton Pond – The clerk had asked City of York Council to investigated the culvert under the road for blockage. Cllr Warters was to was ask A1 Haulage about dredging the pond with their machiner as the Foss Drainage Board did not wish to be involved. Cllr Clancey volunteered to put new fence rails around the pond when such works were completed 
49.5 Caravans at Highfield House and The Homestead – the clerk had written yet again to CYC Enforcement for updates, without response. Cllr Warters was to take the matter up with the Chief Executive of City of York Council
49.6 Moor Lane field – the site had been cleared of rubbish but there was no update on when CCTV might be installed to catch fly-tipping

49.7 Wild flower verge footpath – It was decided to let Cllr Warters cut a path on the verge when appropriate and let Aspects cut around the pond area
49.8 The clerk had written to City of Council yet again to find out when overgrown bushes in Redbarn Drive would be cut back. NY Police were to monitor the car parking situation in the area following complaints
49.9 Traffic calming was again discussed as the village is being used as a “rat-run” by motorists avoiding Hull Road delays. It was decided that no further action could be taken at this time
49.10 Cllr Warters reported on the tidying of the Hull Road roundabout and rubbish on the A64 which was the responsibility of City of York CouncilThere was still an ongoing issue in Redbarn Drive with overgrown bushes and the clerk was asked to contact CYC to clear them. The Chair had written to a resident about problem car parking and Cllr Warters requested that the Police be invited to a future site meeting to see the problems
