Councillors were asked to read it
97.2 The clerk was asked to send NY Police the dates of forthcoming meetings as a representative should attend 3 times per annum 

97.3 Due to inclement weather the Parish rights of way had not yet all been walked to check for obstructions and missing signs
97.4 Murton Arms – the clerk had written to the owner asking that the hedge/trees fronting Main Street be cut back 
97.5 The clerk was asked to write again to CYC Enforcement about reinstatement of the field in Murton Way. A boundary dispute behind the Garth had been resolved
97.6 Cllr Clancey was thanked for taping off the verges during the recent York Marathon. Ward Cllr Warters was to contact the organisers about the car parking issues which happened again and suggest a meeting with the Parish Council to discuss arrangements for the next event
97.7 The clerk was asked to write to allotment holders asking for their intentions over continuing to rent the land as there was interest from other people in using the plots
