A draft of the plan has been prepared together with drafts of the Strategic Environment and Habitat Regulations Assessments. Documents continue to be prepared for submission to City of York Council
88.2 There were 2 recorded incidents on the Police Crime Report 

88.3 The clerk had reproduced copies of the Parish rights of way and distributed to Councillors with a view to walking all the paths to check for obstructions and missing signs. The clerk would collate the reports to pass to City of York Council
88.4 Murton Pond – the clerk outlined the projected budget to March 2020 and it was then unanimously agreed to accept the quote from Harpers Environmental for clearing and dredging the pond, to be undertaken when the water level had fallen sufficiently. 
88.5 The clerk reported that a mobile caravan remained on The Homestead site and CYC Enforcement had achieved the removal of the caravan at Highfield House. The field works in Murton Way had not yet been reinstated
88.6 The clerk had received a letter from organisers of the York Marathon explaining that car parking arrangements had been changed to alleviate past issues. Cllr Clancey was to tape off the Greens and verges to prevent damage
88.7 The clerk was asked to contact the owner of the Murton Arms and ask that the hedge fronting Main Street be cut back. The Community Asset listing was valid for 5 years but was not shown on CYC website
