Ongoing Issues and action                                                                                                                                                                                            23.77.1 The Neighbourhood Plan still needed changes to be made to satisfy City of York Council requirements and this work was ongoing
23.77.2 There was 1 crime incident reported to the Police for September – a quarterlight was smashed on a van on Murton Way and work tools stolen
23.77.3 The events committee had raised £830.00 from Soup and Jacket Potato lunches held between April and July. £500.00 was to be donated to the Turkey/Syrian Earthquake Appeal and £330.00 was to be donated to Age UK York for their Keep Your Pet scheme
23.77.4 The Clerk had written to local businesses to remind drivers of the 30mph speed limit on Osbaldwick Link Road. Schemes were discussed to visually remind drivers, such as repeater signs on the lamp posts and painted road markings. The clerk was to write to Highways and ask if a Speed Data Collection trial could be run
23.77.5 The Parish Council supported the adoption of part of Redbarn Drive by City of York Council as public highway to conform with the rest of the road 
23.77.6 The installation of wooden posts around The Garth greens was ongoing. Cllr Wells was asked to determine how many posts were needed and advise the clerk, who would then arrange for the posts to be ordered and installed

Cllr Rowley outlined his efforts to have the route of the Yorkshire Marathon changed to another area so that the same villages did not suffer inconvenience. Cllr Clancey offered to tape off the verges and green to prevent vehicle damage during the event
