24.67.3 Yorkshire Marathon 20 October – it was agreed that the clerk would ask organisers not to position live music on the village green and to impose similar parking restrictions for spectators as last year
24.67.4 Cllr Kettlestring and the clerk had removed overhanging branches from a Birch tree which had been obscuring visibility of the Murton Lane/Murton Way junction for drivers
24.67.5 A request had been received from Believ, who install electric vehicle charging points for Public Sector to provide rural communities with publicly accessible infrastructure, to discuss the possibility of a partnership with the Parish Council.
